Youth Campdraft & Challenge 
There will be 3 age groups 8 to under 13yrs – 13 to under 17yrs – 17 to 

under 21yrs. 

Campdraft Section - 1 or 2 rounds depending on number of competitors 
will be run under NCCA rules.  Note – Status as in maiden will effect the 
winner of the 17 to under 21yrs campdraft section if competing on a 

maiden horse. 

 
Working Stock Horse – Pattern W1. 
 
Hack Section – Pattern H6. 
 
Time Trial – Pattern Time Trial T3. 
 
Barrel Race – Bending Race – Flag Race to follow. 
 

Note: Points are added from the Campdraft section, WSH & Hack section 

with the Time Trial Time deducted to give a total score – If we run 2 

rounds of the campdraft section the highest single score will be put 

towards the overall challenge points. 

This event is open to all breeds of horses. 
Preferred dress as per ASH standards – but neat and tidy will be 
accepted to encourage non-members – Buttoned collared shirt & 
smooth soled riding boots & an approved Helmet must be worn.
