All competitors must be a member of either AHSA , WAAHA, EWA or SHCWA for public liability insurance purposes to compete /ride on the
grounds. Day membership is available for any competitor who is not a member.

Entry to this show is done with your knowledge that a pandemic named Covid-19 is still active in Australia and neither the Affiliate, AHSA or
the Committee will be held liable for any Covid related incident that may occur as a result of participation.

** Covid 19 restrictions will be in place:
e Pre-entry only — no entries on the day.
e All competitors, their helpers and their spectators will be required to provide their names and phone numbers for potential future
tracing.
e  Social distancing must be maintained.

Riding on the grounds is NOT permitted if you are not entered.

Entry to the grounds is at your own risk. All entrants must sign the declaration when picking up numbers or they will NOT be allowed to
compete. This is a condition of our insurance.

All persons on horseback are required to wear a recognised standards approved helmet and boots as a condition of entry (please note new
helmet standards apply as of Jan 2017, it is rider responsibility to ensure your helmet complies with this).

Full Showhorse attire is NOT required for the unofficial rings — you may compete in neat and safe dress in the unofficial rings.
OPEN TO ALL COMPETITORS (this is not just an Arabian event).

Current Show Horse Council of WA or EWA height certificates must be available and presented on request by organizing committee when
nominating if riding in any height classes.

Riders competing in Arabian or Derivative classes must include a valid registration certificate when nominating, must be entered in the
registered owner’s name, and the registered owner must be a current member of AHSA.

Open Breed class entries must provide a copy of their registration certificate and membership if their society requires.

Riders may compete in one Hack ring only.

Leading Rein riders will compete in the Walk/Trot ring, but must remain on the Leading Rein in all classes.

The grounds are public open space and cannot be sealed from public access. Dogs on the ground must be kept securely on a leash at all times.
NO HAY is permitted outside of horse floats or trucks — Council Regulation.

Please take all Rubbish and Manure with you. Rubbish bags are available from the Nominations Office — Council Regulation.

Dressage riders must compete at the level that they AND their horses are eligible for.

All ponies can be ridden by any age unless otherwise stated.

Tractable stallions may be ridden by a rider 18 years or over (excluding Leadline). Stallions must be clearly identifiable at all times and must
wear a green disk.

Rider’s age will be their current age on the day of event (proof of age may be requested for rider and child’s classes)

The judge’s decision is final. Protests must be received in writing within 30 minutes of the conclusion of the event in question, with a $100 fee
attached — refund will only take place if the protest is upheld.
