Scoring will be as Pony Club WA 20232 Hickstead rules if any adjustments this will be posted on the board on the day.

General Impression Rider & Pony make a suitable combination. Rider
relaxed, at ease. Pony obedient, willing to obey all 10
transitions.

Position of Seat Good posture —shoulder, hip, heel in a line. Soft elbows.
Looking forward at all times. Weight even into both 10
stirrups.

Leg Position Long quiet leg, heels lowest point. Inside lower leg
touching pony sides. Stirrup on ball of foot. Legs 10
squeezing not kicking.

Hand Position Holding reins correctly. Quiet hands, not dependent on
reins for balance. Hands are on either side of the pony’s 10
neck, one fist apart. Hands squeezing not pulling.

Effectiveness of back, Correct use of these aids will produce a forward,

seat, leg and hand aids obedient pony. 10
